We harvested parsley 
and apple cucumber and tidied up the herb 
garden again.

We 
are using toilet rolls to plant seedlings- spring 
onions, broad beans, beetroot and peas. We 
made eggshell cress heads.

The potatoes went in the garden. We harvested 
lots of passionfruit and made passionfruit 
iceblocks. In the no-dig garden at the front of our 
classroom we pulled out lots of stink weed, and we 
dug out a plum tree that was growing from 
someone's pip. We took home seed pods from the 
swan plant to try to grow at home. We planted 
some geraniums and some daffodil bulbs next to 
the geranium.
